


EARLY MORNING DROP OFF PROCEDURES/POLICIES

Our Early Morning Drop Off Program allows the opportunity to drop off children beginning at 8
a.m. We offer this program to 2-5 year olds, with 5 year olds receiving first priority. We limit
the number of children to 16 and staff the program with 2 teachers.

Parents are required to walk their children in each day into the fellowship hall. The staff member(s)
will walk all the children to their appropriate classrooms at 8:45 a.m.

You will have the opportunity to sign up for Early Morning Drop Off at our summer Open House
night. We will take a wait list if necessary. There will be a form to fill out which will also have
policies stated and a place for your signature. The cost will be $4.00 per day/per child. The fee
will be added to your monthly tuition card. We will calculate the amount each month based on the
number of days we are in school. You will not be charged for in-service days and holidays.
However, once you have made a commitment, you will be charged for a whole month regardless of
the number of days your child attends. If for any reason you need to withdraw from the program,
you will need to notify the office immediately.

We ask that you refrain from sending breakfast foods, snacks, or drinks. The children will be
allowed to play in the fellowship hall with the toys and will go on the playground as weather
permits.

Regular drop off for the Kindergarten and Preschool will remain the same. There will be NO
EXCEPTIONS to the drop off time. If you should arrive before 8:30 a.m. for Kindergarten or 8:45
a.m. for Preschool, you will need to wait for a staff member to take your child from the carline.

We are happy to be able to give you other options for extended care at McGregor. We had much

success with this program last year and know that it will continue to be helpful to those of you who
need a little extra time.
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TERRIFIC TUESDAY SUMMER PROGRAM

McGregor Presbyterian Preschool is proud to offer our Terrific Tuesday Summer Program. This
program is available for children ages 1-6 years old. We generally offer two sessions of 4 Tuesdays
in June and July and a mini session of two Tuesdays in August. The program operates from 9 a.m.-
12 noon, with the option of staying for Lunch Bunch from 12-2 p.m.

Terrific Tuesday registration forms will be available in the spring. Your payment for the session(s)
is due at the time of registration. Your child may attend one, two or all three sessions. In order to
commit to the staff of the program, it is mandatory that you pay for a FULL SESSION(S) if you are
enrolled, regardless of the number of days your child attends.

We ask that you walk your child in on the first day of each session. Someone will be at each
breezeway to direct you to the appropriate classroom. We will not be able to accept any child before
8:45 a.m. On the first day, you will receive a car tag for pick-up. Pickup begins at 11:45 a.m. and
ends at noon. If your child is enrolled in Lunch Bunch, pickup begins at 1:45 p.m.

Please send a change of clothing, labeled with your child's name, in the book bag. Those not potty-
trained will need diapers and wipes. Also, please send a sippy cup with the one year olds.

Our daily schedule will consist of indoor playtime in centers. There will be a time for art, but no
real "crafts” will be made as in the regular school year. We will spend 45 minutes of time on the
playground. The ratio for children to adults and teens is as follows:

Class Ratio Max per class
One year old class 1 adult and 2-3 teens 6 children
Two year old classes 1 adult and 2 teens 12
Three year old classes 1 adult and 2 teens 16
Four year old classes 1 adult and 2 teens 18
Five and Six year old classes 1 adult and 1 teen 18

We keep our class sizes the same as the regular year. We will simply create another class if our
numbers exceed our maximum enrollment in any class.

Registration forms will be sent out home in the backpacks in the spring. Deadline to register is
generally around April 15" each year.
